Program Description: 

This seminar will provide a combination of lecture and interactive demonstrations, and 

experiential components to teach participants about using hypnosis and hypnotherapy for 

adolescents and adults for anxiety and pain.  Specific emphasis on the stages of hypnosis 

(induction, deepening, trance-work, and termination), ethical use of hypnosis, and different 

settings for using hypnosis (e.g., inpatient bedside versus outpatient psychotherapy sessions) will 

be demonstrated.

1. Discuss the definition of hypnosis and hypnotherapy. 

2. Examine the stages of hypnosis. 

3. Describe applications of hypnotherapy with emphasis on pain and anxiety.

From Pittsburgh: Follow I-279 North to exit 7C/State Hwy 28 N/Etna/Chestnut St./E Ohio St. Follow PA-28 N to exit 10 for RIDC Dr. Turn right at Beta

From Downtown Pittsburgh:  Take I-279 North approximately 3.5 miles to exit 11/McKnight Road. Take the ramp for McKnight Road. Stay on McKnight 
Road for about 4.5 miles (passing Northway Mall on your left and proceeding through the traffic light). Merge into the right lane and turn right before the 

next light onto Babcock Boulevard. Stay to the left and bear left onto Corporate Drive.

From Downtown Pittsburgh: Cross the Fort Duquesne Bridge toward North Side. Follow signs to Route 65 North (Ohio River Boulevard) past the North 

Side and the West End Bridge. Stay on Rt. 65 North the rest of the way. Pass through Bellevue, Emsworth, Sewickley, Leetsdale and Ambridge. (Note: It 

is approximately 12 miles from the intersection of Interstate 79 and Route 65 – between Emsworth and Sewickley – to St. Joseph Spirituality Center.) 
After Ambridge the road becomes a 4-lane open road with a speed limit of 55 mph. Count three (3) traffic lights after this open road.  The first traffic light 

is at the end of the open road with a “Sheetz” gas station on the right. The next light has a Pizza Hut and McDonalds on the right side. After this light, 

move into the right lane. The third light has a small ice cream store on the right.  Shortly after this light (about ten car lengths long), jog to the right onto 
State Street - a side road that runs parallel to Route 65 - by Anderson’s candy store.  St. Joseph Spirituality Center is on the right. The property has three 

buildings – Mt. Gallitzin Academy, the Convent Building, and Villa St. Joseph. Take the first driveway on the right (marked Sisters of St. Joseph/Mt. 

Gallitzin Academy) and park in the lot immediately to your right. Walk along the roadway in front of the academy building to the first entrance. If you are 
lost, call 724-869-2151 for directions.
