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Program Description: 

Simulations of group activities that promote recovery and well being will be used to instruct participants in 

experiential approaches to recovery. Spiritually based activities and perspectives will be woven into these 

various activities. This will be a "hands on" workshop with all attendees working through the actual group 

processes and activities. 

Educational Objectives: 

At the conclusion of this program participants should be able to: 
 

1. Identify basic goals and dynamics for conducting effective recovery groups. 

2. Practice exercises and experiences that participants will be able to replicate in their own setting in 

order to address addictive behaviors and recovery. 

3. Demonstrate group activities that promote the integration of spirituality into recovery and well 

being and utilize these in their own context. 

4. Practice activities that include motivational learning and techniques for applying this approach in 

their own practice.

From Downtown Pittsburgh: Cross the Fort Duquesne Bridge toward North Side. Follow signs to Route 65 North (Ohio River Boulevard) past the North 

Side and the West End Bridge. Stay on Rt. 65 North the rest of the way. Pass through Bellevue, Emsworth, Sewickley, Leetsdale and Ambridge. (Note: It is 

approximately 12 miles from the intersection of Interstate 79 and Route 65 – between Emsworth and Sewickley – to St. Joseph Spirituality Center.) After 
Ambridge the road becomes a 4-lane open road with a speed limit of 55 mph. Count three (3) traffic lights after this open road.  The first traffic light is at 

the end of the open road with a “Sheetz” gas station on the right. The next light has a Pizza Hut and McDonalds on the right side. After this light, move into 

the right lane. The third light has a small ice cream store on the right.  Shortly after this light (about ten car lengths long), jog to the right onto State Street - a 
side road that runs parallel to Route 65 - by Anderson’s candy store.
